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The Pima-UAZ STEM Bridge program supports students in their final year at Pima Community College
through completion of a STEM bachelor’s degree at the University of Arizona.

STEM Bridge has had great success!
Despite enrolling program participants during the COVID-19 global pandemic, 90% are either persisting in

their STEM degree programs or have graduated with STEM bachelor’s degrees.
